Planning and zoning/building inspections were discussed. Mel let the board know that Shelby Klein is willing to fill a vacant seat on the zoning board. Joyce motioned and Jeremy seconded to accept Shelby Klein onto the zoning board. A roll call vote was taken, this motion passed with all in favor. The board was provided a detailed sheet about the last month’s business regarding zoning and building inspections. Questions were discussed and we will get with Ray to clarify things.
Water issues were discussed. The new fire hydrant is in. The entire town had to be shut off to install due to issues with valves. Paul will look into pricing on new valves.

Auditorium project was discussed. The board decided to fill in the gap between the handicapped parking and the lean-to. Mel will talk with Gary about this. 

Ordinance 2020-01 regarding building regulations was read for the 2nd time. Scott motioned and Connie seconded to approve the 2nd reading. A roll call vote was taken, this motion passed with all in favor. After reading, Mr. Wilson and Mr. Macoubrie expressed concerns about proposed sections of code. It was decided to have the third reading next month, along with a public hearing.

Moravec and Associates budget agreement was up for approval. Jeremy motioned and Joyce seconded to approve the budget preparation for a price not to exceed $2965.  A roll call vote was taken, this motion passed with all in favor.
Recycling was discussed. The bin has been seen being hauled to the dump. After discussion, Scott motioned to discontinue the recycling and to leave 1 dumpster there and Connie seconded.  A roll call vote was taken, this motion passed with all in favor.
Marque updates were given. We thank the Bank of the Valley for their donations from for $10,000 and from Bellwood Centennial Committee for $4000. 
Brian Wilson had questions regarding the water letter that was sent out. 

Bill Macoubrie expressed concern over the sheriff’s office doing their job in town, as well as concern over culverts and sidewalks. The clerk will contact the Sheriff's department regarding their duties and requesting a monthly report due prior to our meeting date as well as a monthly invoice for payment.
We had one complaint filed by Marvine Oborny about waste in her basement. Mel noted that once the complaint was received, we attempted to TV the line but the camera was unable to move. We are still working on fixing the issue. 

Paul gave an update on the treatment plant.
Mel presented the board with a resignation letter, with a date of resignation July 20th, 2020. Scott motioned and Connie seconded to accept the resignation letter. A roll call vote was taken, this motion passed with all in favor. The position will be advertised for 2 weeks, in which time it will be posted in the banner press and on the marquee. If interest is shown, we will appoint at the August meeting. 

There being no further business, Scott motioned and Jeremy seconded to adjourn. A roll call vote was taken, this motion passed with all in favor and the meeting was adjourned at 8:41pm.
